REGULATIONS

on creation, activation and use
of NRU “BelSU” user account

4, General provisions

1.1. These Regulations determine the procedure of creation, activation
and use of accounts by users of electronic educational and information resources
provided by federal state autonomous educational institution of higher education
“Belgorod State National Research University” (here in after referred
to as NRU “BelSU”, the University).

1.2. The purpose of providing a user account to a user is to ensure
personalized access to the University’s information and education resources,
with information and communication means and technologies applied.

1.3. Terms to be used here in:

1.3.1. “Users” — NRU “BelSU” students and staff.

1.3.2. User account — a total of user name (login, identifier) and password
enabling users to be identified during their work with NRU “BelSU” information
systems.

1.3.3. Students:
1.3.3.1. Undergraduate and graduate students (those studying in secondary
vocational training programs; Bachelor programs; Specialist or Master programs).
1.3.3.2. Postgraduate students (those studying in PhD programs).
1.3.3.3. Medical residents.
1.3.3.4. Trainees (those studying in further vocational training programs, as well
as international students studying at the Pre-University (Preparatory) department
in supplementary programs of comprehensive education which prepare foreign
citizens for mastering academic programs in Russian).

1.3.4. NRU “BelSU” intranet — internal corporate network based on Internet-
technologies and facilitating informational interaction between the University’s
structural units, employees (including professors) and students.

1.3.5. Personal area — a section of NRU “BelSU” website enabling the user
to access electronic information and education resources and services in compliance
with user access rights, irrespective of the user’s location.

1.3.6. Corporate e-mail — technology and service facilitating exchange
of applications, requests and other digital messages with internal and external
addressees via an e-mail created in the corporate e-mail service.

1.4. A user account provides authorized access:
1.4.1. to the Internet, from NRU “BelSU” local network;
1.4.2. to the user’s corporate e-mail (hereinafter referred to as the E-mail);
1.4.3. to the user’s personal area.

1.5. The main functions of a personal area include:
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1.5.1. Providing students with access to the University’s electronic information
and education resources, including the Multifunctional Centre services, irrespective
of the student’s location.
1.5.2. Providing access to individual or group curricula, syllabuses of academic
courses (modules) and internships.
1.5.3. Recording the education process, interim assessment results and learning
outcomes, including the provision of access to a student’s electronic academic
record book.
1.5.4. Creation of a student’s electronic portfolio.
1.5.5. Providing that all types of classes and assessment procedures requiring
e-learning and distance learning technologies duly take place.
1.5.6 Facilitating exchange of applications, notifications, requests or other electronic
messages.

1.6. Creation, technical support and maintenance.
1.6.1. Office for Electronic Education Technologies of the Education Policy
Department is responsible for the creation, technical support and maintenance
of the user’s personal area.
1.6.2. The Department for Digital Development is responsible for the creation,
technical support and maintenance of a user’s account and e-mail.

5. Procedure for creating and activating a user account

2.1. The following shall constitute grounds for creating a user account (login,
password) for providing an authorized access to NRU “BelSU” intranet:

2.1.1. For students: decree of admission, decree of transfer to NRU “BelSU”
from another educational institution.

2.1.2. For employees working under an employment contract: employment decree.
2.1.3. For persons providing works or services as independent contractors -
respective civil contract.

2.2. Employees’ and students’ accounts are created in compliance
with the University’s respective internal regulation prescribing the computer
network rules of use.

2.3. User names (logins, ID) for the employee’s and students’ accounts
are formed automatically and serve as user identifiers.

2.4. Users create passwords for their accounts on their own, by using
the service of remote activation of the account.

2.5. When a user account is created, the student is notified of the need
to activate the account remotely, respective notification is sent to the e-mail
specified by the student in their application for enrolment; other means
of notification are also possible.

2.6. Employees activate their accounts by using the remote activation service
or by contacting the Department for digital development in person.

2.7. As soon as an employee’s / a student’s account is created, personal e-mail
Is formed in corporate mail service automatically. The use of the e-mail is regulated
by the University’s respective internal regulations.
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2.8. In order to obtain authorized access to the University’s electronic
information resources, users go through the identification process using the login
and password created pursuant hereto.

2.9. The procedure of granting the intranet access is governed
by the University’s regulation controlling the computer network rules of use.

6. Rules of use and responsibility

3.1. In using the resources provided via the University account, users shall
meet copyright requirements. The information received shall not be fully or partially
reproduced under their login and password, or under another login and password,
it shall not be distributed, altered or in any other way modified.

3.2. In case of any unauthorized access to the account and/or any security
breach, including a loss of registration data (login and/or password), the user shall
inform the Department for digital development thereof (by any way available).

3.3. Applications, notifications, requests, replies to petitions or other
messages entailing consequences in the process of interaction between the student
and the University, according to the law and the University’s internal regulations,
(hereinafter referred to as Notifications), which are sent by the University
to the student’s personal area and (or) e-mail, shall be binding and are to be
considered a proper notification in cases when no other method of handing over
(sending) the notification is specified in the law of the Russian Federation, in the
University’s internal regulatory documents or in the contract signed by the student
and the University. The quality of documents attached with the notification shall
enable their content to be established correctly. A notification sent by NRU
“BelSU” is considered to be duly delivered and received by the student 24 (twenty-
four) hours after it was sent. If a user fails to read the message in the circumstances
within the user’s control, such message is considered to have been duly delivered.

3.4. Notifications sent by the students to the University’s address via
the University’s intranet user accounts shall be binding and are considered
to be a proper notification in cases provided for by the law of the Russian Federation
and internal regulatory documents.

3.5. The notification is sent to the student’s e-mail as an e-document in cases
when the law of the Russian Federation, the University’s internal regulatory
documents or the contract signed by the student and the University requires that
the information contained in the notification should be verified with a signature and
seal (if available), as well as in all cases when a message / request is received
electronically. Electronic signature may be provided for the notification.
The notification is sent from the e-mail of the officer who signs the e-document.

3.6. In other cases, the notification is sent from the e-mail of the structural
unit/employee responsible for notifying the student, as a text message.

3.7. Users are forbidden to:

3.7.1. use their accounts for purposes not connected with the performance
of student’s (employee’s) duties at NRU “BelSU”.

3.7.2. spam to internal and external e-mail addresses, including sending
spam advertisements; subscribe to newsletters.
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3.7.3. send e-mails containing: confidential information access to which is restricted
by federal law, including information constituting a state secret, a commercial
secret, people’s personal data in an open form (failing consent thereto), materials
the use of which infringes the copyright; untrustworthy information, as well as any
information which harms the reputation and dignity of other people, discredits
business reputation, contributes to stirring up national hatred, calls for unlawful
activities etc.; files or software intended to disrupt, destroy or restrict
the functionality of computer or any other telecommunication equipment; software
for obtaining unauthorized access; serial numbers of software products
and programs for their generation; logins, passwords and other means of obtaining
unauthorized access to paid Internet resources; links to the above.

3.7.4. Disclose the login and / or password to other persons.

3.7.5. Use the registration data of other students and/or employees, in particular,
use other people’s logins and/or passwords for entering the University’s intranet, as
well as perform other actions on behalf of another student and / or employee.

3.7.6. Deliberately use software (viruses and/or self-replicating codes) allowing
for unauthorized access to the University intranet with a view to modifying
information, stealing passwords and performing other unauthorized actions.

3.8. Users may be held liable for any violation of these Regulations, pursuant
to the law of the Russian Federation and the University’s internal regulatory
documents.

3.9. In case of a student being expelled / an employee being dismissed,
their account is deactivated according to the procedure prescribed by the
University’s internal regulatory document governing the computer network rules
of use.

3.10. In case of resuming studies, users gain access to their accounts
after respective order has been issued.

3.11. Access to user accounts is not suspended for the period of a student’s
academic leave and a student’s / an employee’s maternity leave.

3.12. By activating their accounts, users have to confirm that they have read
these Regulations, as well as the University’s internal regulatory documents
governing the rules of using the computer network and corporate e-mail, including
password requirements.
